INSTRUMENTAL
DEMONSTRATIONS...

Instrumental demonstrations to the
children in our oldest kindergarten
class take place in the spring and
summer terms each year. This is so
that each child who may wish to take
up an instrument with us can make an
informed decision about which one
s/he would prefer.

(It is very important that the child
choose the instrument: the character
of both the child and the instrument
need to fit" if at all possible.)

The children have heard violin and
cello demos by our current
instrumentalists and later this term
will spend a happy half hour in St
Dunstan’s Church trying out the
piano! They were delighted to hear
the tunes of songs they could sing
being played on these instruments
and were very excited to have a try at
playing the instrument under the
supervision of the teacher.

Listening regularly to music with your
child will give them the opportunity
to hear a great variety of music and
they might well be drawn to a
particular instrument. Classic FM radio
offers a huge variety of music and of
course going to a concert is very
exciting!
